b) Student Proposal

TL: I move that the Trinity Western Student Association allocate $380.00 for a bus to transport TWU students from TWU campus to Missions Fest at Vancouver’s Convention & Exhibition Centre on Saturday, January 29, 2011. 

RV: Seconds.

AB: One of my goals is to get different dichotomies involved with missions on campus. We want to further education of missions on campus. This is a way for the TWU Missions Week Team to work with TWUSA to show the importance of Global Missions Awareness within our greater community. Moreover, this is an opportunity for TWU students to take action and be a part of global missions’ efforts and to take advantage of the resources that Missions Fest provides. 

CZ: I think Missions Fest is a great event. It is an awesome thing to be a part of it. I know that it goes for a few days. Is this bus a one time deal to take students to one session?
AB: Yes. Students are committed to church on Sunday and Friday they are involved with classes so Saturday seemed to be the most suitable day to have the bus transport students there.

DR: I was wondering, if this is more of a Student Life thing, isn’t it more traditionally Student Life who does Missions Week?

AB: Missions Week is part of Student Life. We are allocated a budget to take care of the necessary functions of Missions Week. The Missions Week team has worked with TWUSA before to send a bus to Missions Fest. We do have a budget but it involves organization here and events on campus during Trinity’s Missions Week. Therefore, the budget does not include funding for an outside event such as this one. If this funding request for the bus is approved, we’ll be putting TWUSA’s name on all the posters to show the body that we are coming together and are one. My position falls under Student Life. Missions Week is part of global projects just like the OIL team.

DL: So there is a need for the bus then?
AB: Yes, it will be able to hold 48 students and I am hoping to pack the bus. Taking care of this earlier in knowing whether or not we can send a bus helps us with advertising. My goal is to have signups ready once I know that the bus is available. 

DF: It sounds great. I was wondering whether or not you have a bus lined up already.

AB: Not yet. I asked someone to give me information about busses and that’s where the amount came from. I haven’t called the bus department yet because I wanted to make sure that I had approval for funding first. 

LH: Is this a free event? 
AB: Yes, you get in for free. There are events that cost ten dollars. There is a list of events for each day. The event towards the end of the day is a youth revival type mission event and it costs roughly ten dollars. I would like the bus to remain there until after this event is finished. I would like youth to be there because from what I’ve heard, there are things to do all day and there are a lot of activities to do there. Students are welcome to leave on the sky train if they wanted to leave earlier.
ME: I want to say that I was on the Missions Week team last year. I think this bus would be beneficial as people would get to see the bigger Missions Fest in Vancouver beyond Trinity’s week of missions.

CS: I have attended Missions Fest in the past. It is a great event to find out organizations you can get involved with. It allows you to see what else is going on beyond your own campus. I just wanted too for council to know that the $380 figure comes from Patty White. That number was directly from her. 

KH: I want to commend Adrianne for getting the form in early and I motion that we vote. 

BG: Where does this money come from?

NG: It is a club proposal. We are allowed to allocate money to religious clubs. 
CZ: Can you clarify?
NG: We are still going by the bylaws that are presently in effect that say that money can be allocated to religious clubs.
KH: Motion to vote.

6. Open Floor
TL: We had our first Food services committee. We heard Chris and Scott’s plan for Sodexho. In terms of future upgrades, they are thinking of painting the cafeteria. They are also looking at doing some serious upgrades in the back of the kitchen. Chris and Scott who run food services are trying to bring the standards up. They want us to bring to the floor the food services survey and they had asked us to try and promote that within the student body. Surveys are key for Sodexho to know how they can improve. We addressed a few issues regarding the Lower Cafeteria regarding food shortages and staff training. They will be addressed in the near future. 
I have a question for Clement. The last few days, this has happened multiple times. We have been having a guy from IT called Jeffrey coming to work with the photocopier. I was wondering if there’s a way that council members can be notified that he’ll be coming during their office hours. Today for example, a gentleman came to deal with the ink in the printer. He said he came by Friday when no one was there. There was another day when he came and was going to take the fax machine away. I don’t know who they communicate with on campus but if we have a note for whoever’s office hour it is so that they expect them, it’d be helpful.
CW: I would love for that to happen. IT is fine—Jeffrey doesn’t communicate too well though. That has been a month process to take the fax machine away. I’m not in the office 24/7 so it’s hard to know when they are coming or will come. We don’t want random people walking in and I understand that it can be hard to judge who is trustworthy or not. 

JB: Our ink cartridge was new and was put in. He came in today and hinted that we were using the ink too much though we just put a new one in. 

BD: Communication is a little bit off, especially regarding the ink. It was running low a little while ago. Dane put the new one in but the old one was right beside it. It’s another communication thing. 

DL: My mistake. Bradyn is correct. I did change the ink cartridge. I put the old one in the box. 

TL: I wasn’t sure if they were communicating with anyone. Movie night is this Friday. It is a double feature. Come on out. If anyone feels like grabbing posters, please do. 

CW: What is the current status of the ink?
