5. New Business 
a) Funding Request for the Chemistry Club
KH: I move that the Trinity Western University Student Association allocate $100 to the Chemistry Club for food and ingredients needed for the Chemistry Christmas Party. 
JB: Seconds.
G: We are going to have the party on Monday around 6ish. There is going to be about 40 people in attendance. Tickets are two dollars. Dr. Montgomery opens up his home to students and it’s a great time for students. This event is an annual event and is a wonderful opportunity for students to get to know their professors and classmates better outside of the school environment. It’s a great time for people to connect with each other.
KH: I just wanted to say that TWUSA has supported this event in past years. How did the last event go?

G:  Our speaker was a grad student. The room was full and it went really well. I came late and found it hard to find a seat. The topic was interesting and he was able to answer students’ questions regarding grad school.
JG: Every time that students have an opportunity to meet with professors outside of the school setting, I am all for it. How many people are you expecting to come?
G: The house can fit 40, which is why we have kept it at that number. However, if more people can come, we’re going to make more tickets.

b) Student Proposal for Rock  Climbing Shoes

JB: I move that Trinity Western University Student Association allocate $377.82 for 6six pairs of rock climbing shoes for the bouldering wall for the use of students and staff on campus.
AO: Seconds

KB: I am basically here on behalf of those who are using the rock climbing wall. We are looking into getting six pairs of shoes for students. You may wonder why Rec services is not funding this project. It is because they are taking care of general things and looking after bigger projects. Rec services has done upgrades to the fields and dealt with larger issues like getting new balls etc. They don’t have money for shoes at this time. We want TWUSA to support this project. The rock climbing wall is a difficult thing to get involved in if people don’t have the proper equipment. The shoes that we would buy would range from sizes 8-10 and a half. We polled 30 students and they said that if there were shoes for the bouldering wall, they’d even pay to rent them. If we got shoes, students would be able to use them for free. 
KH: Kate has already gone to the Rec enhancement committee, which is paying for those costs and I think that the committee is doing a good job at saving money. Kate said that these shoes would be a direct help to the students. I think it’s a great way to partner with Rec services. I am for it. 

DL: The rock climbing shoe sizes, are they regular shoe size or rock climbing shoe size? What is the range?

KB: They will be the standard 8-10 and a half size. As far as I know, there is no one who wants a larger size. There is someone willing to lend out their shoes and his shoes are bigger.

CS: I think it’s a great opportunity. I think it’s another aspect in which we can promote healthy living on campus. It’s a great way for students to get involved.
LT: Last night I was talking to a group of students about the rock wall and asked them if shoes were an actual need. They were really excited that we were looking into getting shoes. It is a need and I think it’d be great if we could help them out.

CS: I think this is an awesome idea. I guarantee that these shoes will be used often. 

BD: I also think it’s a great idea. My only concern is the upkeep—you wear your bare feet in these shoes so how do you keep them sanitary? Also, is there a damage deposit that will be made? It’s something to keep in mind. 

KB: For cleaning services, same as in a rock climbing gym, they’d get sprayed. Also, users can wear socks if they like. Every time a student rents out the shoes, just like renting the balls, they will be responsible for fixing whatever they damage and will have to leave something such as their student id card when using the equipment.
BD: The spray or the powder, is that coming out of Rec services budget?

KB: Yes.

DF: Where can you store the shoes? 

KB: We would put them with the rest of the gear or they would be in the dugout. You’d have to talk to the Rec services person in the gym at that time in order to use them.
DF: Could the TWUSA shoes go up on a bulletin board. I think it’d be fair to have our name on them. 

KB: Yes, that’s possible.

JB: I like this idea and I like that we’re partnering with Rec services. I was hoping that we’d be able to get a sweet deal with the shoes. Can we get more shoes for the price that you quoted?
KB: The cost so far is a really good price. The shoes we’re looking into getting are a good name, a really great shoe that is very diverse for fitting. I am meeting with Darrell Page to meet and see if we can find a cheaper price.

DL: Let me get this straight. We are just buying the shoes and Rec services is taking care of their maintenance?  
KB: Yes.
