2.     Approval of the Agenda

5. New Business
a) Student Nursing Association Renewal

KH:  I move that the Trinity Western University Student Association renew the Student Nursing Association as an active club on the Trinity Western University campus.
TL: seconds

RG: I am the SNA president and as of about a little while ago, Jacob became the treasurer. Every nursing student on campus is meant to be a member of this club. There are approximately 170 members who are a part of this club. We host a variety of events such as the Nursing Olympics and the Christmas party. 

LT: The SNA also has a mentorship program and I have heard a lot of wonderful things about it. 

KH: Rachel has done a great job of organizing things this year and it looks like it’s going to be a great year. If no one has anything else to say, I want to make a motion to vote.

DL: Seconds.
NG: Lenica, Rachel and Katie are asked to abstain from voting. We need a 2/3 amendment.

DL: Point of order. Does it affect quorum?

NG: No, it doesn’t. I’ll clarify. Quorum means the number of people who have voting rights and are present in the voting body. Quorum refers to how many people with voting rights can run a meeting. 

CW: How does it work when people abstain?
NG: 2/3 is left to vote.

b) Mountain Riders Discipleship Group Renewal
KH: I want to defer this motion to Joel. 
DC: Seconds

JL: I move that the Trinity Western Student Association renew the Mountain Riders Discipleship Group as an active club on the Trinity Western University campus. MRD seeks to be a club where students who enjoy skiing, snowboarding, surfing, and skateboarding can meet and enjoy similar activities, combined with weekly devotion. This club has been running for a number of years. We go to a few snowboard premiers and we’re hoping to do a trip in October. We want to do some on campus events such as snowboarding, which would include having an ice rink. 

DL: Seems like it’s a great idea. How are you hoping to fund those events?
JL: We are hoping to get funds from TWUSA.
DR: This is an awesome group. It sounds like they have a lot of neat ideas this year. It’s a great way for people with a common interest to get together and grow in their faith. 

NG: If there are no further questions I’m going to ask for someone to motion to vote. 
KH: Motion to vote.
CZ: Seconds.

c) Chinese Club Renewal
KH: I move that the Trinity Western University Student Association renew the Chinese Student Society as an active club on the Trinity Western University campus.
CS: seconds

KH: I e-mailed them about coming and nobody has shown up so I’ll read a little bit off of the form that they had submitted. They have said that the goal of this club is to strengthen communication between the Chinese students and to raise awareness about Chinese culture. Last year they put on a Chinese new year. It was a great way to bring their culture to the TWU campus. 

DL: Is it a group only for Chinese people or is anyone allowed to join?
JG: My understanding is that anyone is allowed to participate.

DR: Last year, when they came to TWUSA regarding their club, they were extremely thorough. They came to the meeting very prepared and they asked for less money than they probably should have. They are a great club.

NG: As I recall, we gave them more money than they asked for. 

KH: Along the lines of Dane’s question, I believe that the bylaws state that anyone can join any club. Even if people wanted to be a part of the SNA, they could join though they may not be nurses and may feel a little out of place as a result.

NG: That is true. You can join any club. 

LT: The Chinese Student Society holds quite a few events. They had a karaoke night last year, which was really fun and they did a great job.

DC: I just wanted to say how stoked I am that Braden Jones is back. 

JG: It’s pay day. I’ll come around and hand you your cheques.
DR: For Thursday’s meeting, come hungry because we are going to have food for you all.
NG: The snaps of the week go to Ted and Christoph. 
BD: Ted just explained that whole event. Basically I got a call from this concert guy and Ted took everything on himself. He has been in contact with “To Tell” for the past couple of weeks and has been doing an excellent job.
